1. Select the icon (click on it)

2. Go up to the word “edit,” then slide down to “copy.”

3. Go to the document where you want to use the icon. (Another Word document, Microsoft Works, or MS Publisher, for example)

4. Once you’re in the new document, go up to the word “edit,” then slide down to “paste.”

5. Now that the icon is in your new document, you can make it larger or smaller. To keep the proportion, be sure to hold down on the “shift” key as you change the size. 
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
