Decoding Prompts:  


Check the picture. Reread & think what would make sense.


Check the end (or middle).What would look right & make sense?


Cover the ending. Is there a part you know?


Use your finger to break the word into parts.


Do you know another word that looks like this one?





Fluency & Phrasing Prompts: 


Put some words together so it sounds smooth.


Read it like the character/author would say it.


Point with only your eyes.
